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The spelling difficulties of Emily Bronté
Eugenia-Gabriela Bisca

Wuthering Heights”, a phenomenal novel that became one of
the classics of English literature, was the first and only book
ever written and published by Emily Bronté. Wanting to do
more research regarding the literary works of this author, |
stumbled upon an interesting fact that I did not know about
her. Throughout her childhood and early adulthood, she
dealt with difficulties regarding spelling and punctuation.
Some journal papers that no one knew about until they were
found by her brother-in-law, Arthur, show those problems,
which over time became fewer. Some of these difficulties are
found even in “Wuthering Heights”. The interesting method
of writing that Emily chose for her book seems to have two
explanations. One reason is Emily’s desire to highlight the
lack of education on Joseph'’s behalf, one of the characters in
the book, and the other reason is the way her dialect
influenced the way she wrote different words. Because of
this, her spelling was considered non-standard for Victorian
times. In my project I also included some paragraphs of
those diary papers of Emily’s and even images of the original
writings, just because I believe it's interesting to see her
handwriting and, in general, how a journal paper was
written in those times.
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Lexical explorations: Unveiling Holden Caulfield's slang
in The Catcher in the Rye and its Romanian translations

This research delves into the intricate realm of lexical
choices within ].D. Salinger's work, The Catcher in the Rye,
with a particular focus on the slang employed by the novel's
protagonist, Holden Caulfield. The paper scrutinizes the
linguistic nuances embedded in Caulfield's expressions,
unraveling the underlying meanings and cultural
connotations that contribute to the character's distinctive
voice. Furthermore, the study extends its analysis to the
Romanian translations of the novel, specifically exploring
the rendition by Catinca Ralea and Lucian Bratu, published
in 1992.

The presentation not only provides an overview of
J.D. Salinger's background and the thematic elements of his
literary masterpiece but also delves into the centrality of the
main character, Holden Caulfield. Moreover, the
presentation sheds light on the prevalent slang words and
expressions that constitute Caulfield's idiosyncratic
communication style. By examining the translation efforts of
Catinca Ralea and Lucian Bratu, in their Romanian
translation published in 1992, the research aims to
underscore the challenges and nuances inherent in
preserving the authenticity of Caulfield's slang in a different
linguistic and cultural context.

BookTok and its obsession with abusive relationships

TikTok is a platform where anyone can post short content
about anything. It is used by a large group of people, from
children to teens and even adults and elderly people. As any
platform that is used by so many people with different
interests and hobbies, communities have emerged. One of
these communities is BookTok, which is dedicated to
literature. BookTok is a large community on TikTok that
influences readers on what to read. It can increase or
decrease the popularity of a book or even of an author based
only on what is popular at that very moment in the
community. However, there is a tendency to be obsessed
with and romanticise abusive relationships through the
books that the #BookTok promotes. From dark mafia
romance to fantasy, the relationship between the two main
characters is filled with conflicts and violence, and the
resolution of these things is not done in a healthy way. In my
paper, [ will discuss these aspects in more detail, and I will
present how readers are influenced by BookTok. Also, I will
show how the books that are promoted through this
community encourage the normalisation of abusive
relationships.

Wouldn’t the
author be tempted to add and embellish his own work? And
if so, would the final text still be a translation or a completely
different piece of writing? To address these and other
questions regarding the phenomena of self-translation and
translation, I conducted a case study based on Nabokov's
Lolita. My research paper presents a comparative analysis of
the Russian self-translation of the novel (rendered by
Nabokov 10 years after the publication of the book in
English) and the Romanian translation (by Horia Florian
Popescu, 2008). My research paper highlights the
translation strategies used to render the novel in the two
mentioned languages, the changes that were made, the
embellishments that were added, etc., all in order to answer
the central question: Is the author the best translator?

Isabella Baumfree was born enslaved in 1797 in America,
and was sold away from her family when she was no more
than nine years old. Despite having lived a very difficult life,
she ultimately won her freedom in 1826 against her master’s
will. She had no education and did not know how to write or
read, yet despite these disadvantages, she became one of the
most revolutionary abolitionists and women’s rights
activists across history upon delivering her now famous
speech “Ain’t[ a Woman” at the Women’s Rights Convention
Center in Akron, Ohio, in 1851.

This paper will not analyse her beliefs, nor is it an
account of her life and activity as a feminist or the abolition
of slavery. What this paper aims to examine is the context, in
terms of situationality and acceptability, in which the
forceful “Ain’t I a woman” speech was given, as a decisive
factor of the speaker’s auspices to have given it in an attempt
to answer the question whether the same speech would have
had a similar effect had it been given by a person not-in-her-
position?

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Foreign language anxiety- only in case of low
proficiency level?

Andreea Marton

The present paper aims to discuss language anxiety within
the context of interpreting. Anxiety has many forms, such as
communication anxiety, language anxiety, foreign language
anxiety and foreign language anxiety in different classroom
settings and language skills (Dewaele, 2017). Anxiety has
been treated as one of the major variables that affect foreign
language acquisition, more specifically, oral productive
skills in a second or foreign language. Foreign language
anxiety has also been shown to negatively affect academic
performance (Dutra, Finger 2019).

However, some studies (see Marcos-Llinas and Juan
Garau 2009; Marton, 2023) have proven that even
advanced-level language learners can have anxiety, but, in
their case, anxiety does not necessarily have a negative and
debilitative effect; rather, it is motivating.
Previous research findings have motivated me to investigate
foreign language anxiety among Translation and
Interpretation students. A pilot study has been carried out in
the spring semester of the academic year 2022/23. The
research involved both BA and MA students, who were
asked to complete a Cambridge Placement test to check their
language level and the Foreign Language Anxiety Scale
(Horwitz et al., 1986).

The results show that communication apprehension
has a negative correlation with language anxiety, the same
as negative evaluation. Although, the study found a positive



correlation between test anxiety and language anxiety
during interpreting activities.

The further aim of the research is to complement the
results of the statistical data obtained with qualitative data.
The idiodynamic method (Mclntyre, Ducker, 2022) will be
used to gain deeper understanding of individual differences
in language anxiety during interpreting.

Can you ever forget true love? Moreover, why would you
want to forget something so beautiful that, being a sublime
memory, it disturbs you ecstatically whenever it returns?
Ovid also tells us that some loves are not happy; they
produce more suffering than pleasure because they are not
shared, or they were, but they are not anymore (for various
reasons). Then, maybe, it is time to let the God of the Oblivion
of Love (Lethaean Love/ Lethaeus Amor) help us forget,
following in this sense also some of the advice of the poet
Ovid listed in his book Remedia Amoris (The Remedies of
Love).

In short: forget the gift of Bacchus (stop drinking
wine), stop reading love poems, burn his/her letters and
his/her portrait, avoid places that remind you of that love,
leave the country, do not seek solitude, remember the faults
of the loved one, and above all, look for someone else,
replace your current love with another love.

In anul 1861, Ioan Moga a
fost membrul unei delegatii de patru persoane insarcinate sa
meargd la Viena si sa prezinte in fata imparatului Franz
Joseph al Austriei doleantele romanilor cuprinse intr-un
memorandum de protest impotriva tendintelor unioniste ale
guvernului maghiar. Prima parte a acestui articol va
cuprinde viata si activitatea protopopului unit loan Moga.
Cea de-a doua parte a articolului va surprinde istoria si
continutul unei cronici a evenimentelor desfasurate in
timpul Revolutiei de la 1848.

Child labour in the Victorian age

Child labour refers to the exploitation of children through
any form of work that deprives them of their childhood,
interferes with their ability to attend regular schools, and is
mentally, physically, socially, or morally harmful. It is a
violation of fundamental human rights and has long-term
negative consequences for children’s well-being. It has been
a problem for centuries, but the “dark ages” of child labour
were in the Victorian era. During the Victorian era, steam
emerged as the primary energy source, powering a wide
range of applications, including trains, steamships, and
factories with steam-driven machinery. The production of
steam required both water and heat. To generate the
necessary heat, coal became the essential fuel, and its
combustion played a pivotal role in various industries.
Consequently, coal mines became significant employers of
the Victorian Child Labor force in the 1800s. The idea of
employing children in coal mines held great appeal for
mining companies. Children’s smaller stature made them
adept at navigating tight spaces, and they could be hired at a
considerably lower wage, making them a cost-effective
labour force.

Toate aventurile lui, respectiv imersarea
in lumea coruptd si dezumanizatd a oamenilor, unde
pledeaza mpotriva consumului de carne, incercand sa
salveze animalele, cu precadere porcii (din nou o insinuare a
modelului ierarhic social, unde exista intotdeauna o
comunitate subalterna alteia), toate acestea esueaza.



Astfel ca in prima povestire, fondul narativ este
puternic ideologizat si politizat, ficand prolepsa a ceea ce
urma sd insemne comunismul In Romania si a carui victima
va deveni un popor firi alte optiuni.
